Two years ago, we began a journey of Daring Faith that allowed us to expand and strengthen our
goal of impacting the Roanoke Valley for Jesus. Fellowship Community Church has consistently
taken steps of faith throughout its history. Through additional campuses, our ministry to special
needs children and adults, and missions work in the Roanoke Valley and around the world, we
acknowledge that “without faith it is impossible to please God”. (Hebrews 11:6)

In the fall of 2021, we took the step to trust God for the funding necessary to accomplish some
God-sized goals. We asked our FCC family to step out in bold and daring faith and prayerfully
consider a one-time and/or a monthly financial commitment, above and beyond their regular
giving. Our goal was to raise a million dollars over two years. Amazingly, through your generous
sacrifice and faithfulness, God has provided over $1,600,000. For this, we praise God!

With those funds, we have been able to accomplish the following for FCC North, Espafiol, and
Southwest Campuses.

NORTH CAMPUS

On Easter weekend of 2022, North Campus launched their first
service at the newly renovated Alpine Road location. This new
location has allowed us to share the Gospel and do Kingdom work in

a new neighborhood. We have had local families attend our services

and kids who were able to be a part of our Vacation
Bible Schools.

The North Campus building team

now, it istime to move forward! In 2023, we have seen 35

people profess their faith through baptism. Due to our

growth, we have worked with the church leadership to expand
to a 14,000 sq. ft. building to accommodate reaching people for Jesus in SW Roanoke County. Site work

is underway and plans for groundbreaking are coming soon.

The Daring Faith campaign started in October of 2021 and was slated to be a 24-month
campaign. With the increase in the SW building size and construction costs, we will need
to raise an additional $500,000. In order to minimize our long-term debt for building our
SW Campus facility and North Campus renovations, we will extend the campaign for an
additional year.

We are asking those currently committed to Daring Faith to prayerfully consider an
extension of one year. For those who are new to FCC since the fall of 2021 and the start of
the Daring Faith Capital Campaign, we ask you to prayerfully consider a one-time and/or
monthly commitment for the next 12 months that is above and beyond your regular giving.

This campaign has never been about FCC obtaining buildings for our comfort or
convenience. It is about Kingdom growth and honoring God. Having permanent locations
for.our campuses provides more opportunities for serving and reaching the surrounding
neighborhoods. May we continue to trust Him and experience Daring Faith while reaching
people in the Roanoke Valley and around the world for Jesus!
